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Minutes of Board of Directors Meeting 

January 25, 2009  
 

The Board met on this date in the Community Room of the LEVFD.  In 
attendance were HOA Directors TJ Henshaw, Joe Munsch, Jim Tucker, Tony 
Brill and Brad McCampbell.  Barb Henshaw secretary was also present.   
 
TJ opened the meeting by telling the other board members that Merion 
Reynolds had requested some time to speak to the board and would be 
joining them shortly.  
 
TJ updated the board on the lot clean-up program and said he would send 
out e-mail reminders to the four owners who had not finished cleaning their 
lots.   
 
Joe requested the HOA put in an electrical meter box for the fountain on the 
pond.  No action was taken at this time.   
 
There were four ACC forms to discuss and look over, all four were approved 
and signed. 
 
Tony Brill mentioned a large pot hole on his street and TJ said he would 
check it out this week. 
 
At this point in the meeting Merion Reynolds came in and joined the group.  
  
TJ said he had received an e-mail from Merion suggesting the HOA try to 
lock in asphalt rates before the price went too high.  TJ said he called Pave 
Pro and the asphalt company and both said there was no way to lock in rates 
as they are set daily as their (the supplier’s) price changed.  
 
At this point, TJ gave Mr. Reynolds the floor.  Merion said he wanted to 
address neighborhood signs and the Builder of the Year award and he read a 
prepared letter (attached along with pre-meeting letter).  Merion said he 
believed all the signs with Builder of the Year on them scared off other 
builders because they didn’t think they had a chance of getting any jobs in 
LE.  Mr. Reynolds said he counted 42 signs (in at least 12 different sizes).  
Merion stated his opinion that signs should be removed one month after the 
building was complete.  He also stated that The Lodges signs had been up 
for at least 4 months.  TJ said he believed Merion was wrong about the 
neighborhood signs, and that all the signs were the same size with the  
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exception of Billy Barnett’s sign, which was larger than all the others.  TJ 
said the board didn’t think it was fair to make a builder go out and make a 
new sign just to please LE, and that we had always allowed builders to use 
their existing signs.  TJ also said he had driven the neighborhood this past 
week and removed signs that had been up too long.  TJ told Mr. Reynolds 
that we have had more than 15 different builders in LE, plus several owners 
who had built their own homes.  TJ also reported that late last year the 
board had voted that all For Sale By Owner signs in the neighborhood had to 
be of uniform size, color and design and that there were no real estate signs 
bigger than what the PR allowed.  Mr. Reynolds’s was adamant about 
stopping Builder of the Year.  The board said they would consider his 
comments as they made their decision.  At that point Mr. Reynolds left the 
meeting. 
 
After discussing the Builder of the Year award and possible recipients, the 
board voted unanimously to continue it this year and award it to Lee Knight, 
but this would be the last one, as it was getting redundant anyway.  Joe will 
present the award.   
 
TJ said he planned to discuss Jim Saegert’s suggestion about controlling the 
deer population with Texas Parks and Wildlife and would bring it up as a 
topic for all owners to discuss at the Annual Meeting.  He also wanted to talk 
about Lake Fork water going to Dallas.  Jim Tucker said he would be happy 
to talk about what’s going on at The Link’s, the golf course and The Lodges.
